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BIG NATIONAL PRESIDENT VISITS U.S. COAST GUARD HEADQUARTERS

On March 7, 2003, the National President of Blacks In Government (BIG), Mr. Gregg Reeves will visit the U.S. Coast Guard Headquarters in Washington, DC and meet with several high level officials to include:  the Commandant, Admiral Thomas Collins; the Vice Commandant, Vice Admiral Thomas Barrett; Assistant Commandant for Civil Rights, Mr. Walter Somerville; Assistant Commandant for Coast Guard Operations, Admiral David Belz; Assistant Commandant for Human Resources, Admiral Ken Venuto; and Admiral Stephen Rochon from the Office of Intelligence and Security.   

The purpose of his visit will be to discuss briefly the Coast Guard’s transition to the new Homeland Security Department and how it will affect the civilians.  In addition, Mr. Reeves will discuss the importance of agencies supporting the Blacks In Government (BIG) National Training Conference (NTC).  This year the Coast Guard will spearhead a Special Emphasis Program (SEP) on Homeland Security at the National Training Conference which will be held in Denver, Colorado August 25 – 30, 2003.
